Artists include Jo Ann Rothschild, who has placed 60 works of art through The Art Connection, and was the first recipient of the Maud Morgan Purchase Prize from The Museum of Fine Arts in 1993, and Faith Hyde, who has generously donated over 200 works to The Art Connection.
